opportunities to freely explore.

Frida grew up in Mexico, and is famous
for her self portraits. She was in an
accident as a child and spent months in
bed. Her parents bought her paints and
an easel she could use in bed to keep
her busy.

As we dive into our theme this month,
“All About Me,” we will complete
several self portraits. This will look
different for every age and every child.
Teachers will keep a self portrait from
each student to display in our school
art gallery in April!
